Prior to applying, applicants must contact a prospective supervisor of the lab they wish to join, to confirm that their specific research plan is
something the prospective supervisor can supervise. The contact information for each professor can be found in the List of Academic Staff
and Research Content section of the latest graduate school admissions page at https://ac.web.kit.ac.jp/02/gs_news.php. Refer to “FAQ Q1
Instructions” on page 53.
If you apply to the program without first discussing the research you intend to pursue with your proposed supervising professor, you may find
you are assigned to the laboratory of a different supervising professor. Additionally, be aware that even if you have consulted your
prospective supervising professor in advance, depending on research laboratory selection process outcomes, there is a possibility that you
may not be assigned to your first choice of research laboratories. Note that your research laboratory preference will not affect your KIT
admissions decision.
